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Before Using the AirPrint Function

AirPrint refers to a function to print, fax, or scan documents from a computer which runs macOS or a device which
runs i0S/iPadOS through a multifunctional digital system that exists under the same subnetwork as that for such a
computer or device. AirPrint also allows you to print with USB connection. You do not need to install a printer driver in
your computer or device in advance.
